Falling birth-rates, combined with
militarism, are giving to the State an increasing interest in the welfare of children, since it is wasteful, from the
governmental point of view, for a male to die before he is old enough to to be killed on the battle field. Where
economic causes combine to diminish the virtue of women, and to increase the share of the State in the maintenance
of children, it is clear that the importance of fathers must diminish, and with it all those sentiments and moral precepts
that are bound with the patriarchal family. At present, parents and the State combine in thinking it good for children to
be taught an outlook on sexual matters which comes from the past, and is not well adapted to the world of the
present. This is an example of the conservatism of sentiment where sex and family are concerned. This conservatism is
especially strong as regards education, since most people are of opinion that it can do the young no harm to be taught
a very strict morality. Education, therefore, tends to prevent societies from adapting themselves to ne needs as quickly
as they ought, and causes many adult men and women to feel a horror, derived from their early training, in regard to
things which it would be well to accept as a matter of course.”
